Marion Local school district into our building with face to face learning on August 26
th

, 2020. 

Things may look a little different in the way we structure the school day and conduct classes, but I am very confident that 

this can be done in a safe manner.

We are very proud of our graduates and their accomplishments and thank all of the donors that 

sponsored scholarships to help these individuals further their education. 

Currently, we are looking at many projects this summer such as renovating the parking lot in front of the elementary and 

behind the high school, replacing some floor joist in the crawl space at the high school, and installation of the new play-

ground.  

I would like to thank the staff, students, and community one more time for their efforts and understanding through the 

remote learning process as we finished the school year. We made the best of it, but nothing compares to the education 

our students get by establishing relationships that are done in person and not through a computer screen. On May 26
